Recreation Ground Refurbishment Community Project

MW of Kirklees Leisure Services attended the meeting to discuss the Recreation Ground Community Refurbishment Project. She felt that this was a good project which would enhance the area.  She recommended some areas for fund raising:-

· For community improvement projects within three miles of qualifying waste processing sites owned by SITA UK for funding £10K to £50K.

· A fast-track process for applications for funding of up to £10,000. The overall project cost must no more than £20,000. There are 6 funding rounds each calendar year for the small grants scheme.
· Restriction of having to repay a contribution 11% of value of grant
· Published application deadlines:
14th October 2009 with (Board decision 15th December 2009)

· jmoran@greenbank.co.uk
· Environmental improvements & landscaping of public open space, including new children's play equipment and sitting areas.
Big Lottery Fund - http://www.biglotteryfund.org.uk

· Have twelve months to complete the project

Estates Group
Maps identifying local footpaths had been received from Kirklees.  BM would pursue this topic. FEL to be asked for an update on permitted footpaths around the village.
An Estates walk took place on 20 June and was well attended. PS and PE had been thanks for this very interesting walk and it was felt that another could be planned for the autumn.
Community Group
The plans for the Farnley Tyas Fun weekend have been finalised as below.  A FTCG Newsletter had been distributed to all residences along with a leaflet about the weekend.  Tickets are on sale.
Friday/ Saturday/ Sunday 10/11/12 July 
Starting this off, on Friday 10 July at 7.p.m. there will be a "Try Bowling" event at the Bowling Club which will include a Pie and Pea supper – charge £3 per person. This is a great opportunity of having a go bowling?
For Saturday 11 July BS;FK;CM have put together a Farnley Tyas Fun Fact-Finding Walk quiz starting at the Recreation Ground around 3 to 3.30.p.m. Vouchers are available in advance at £2 and also sheets available on the day and there will be a prize for the most correct answers.

Also to delight the children RMB has arranged a fun ‘Children’s Church Trail’ in the afternoon, again with refreshments available.

At 4.30 pm the Farnley Tyas School is organizing a Family BBQ.  The idea is to bring your own favourite things to BBQ and the school will provide a wide range of salads and puddings.  This will finish at 7.p.m. Tickets on sale at £10 per family or £3 per adults and £1.50 for children.

To round off the weekend, on Sunday there will be a Festival Church Service at 10:30 a.m. The guest speaker will be the Rev’d Canon TM when the Church will incorporate a celebration of village life into this festival service. There will be a Children’s choir from the school and CRB will read the lesson.
BM reported that the Church Committee had agreed on a new format for re-ordering of the Church and variations on this plan would be proposed for further approval.

The Farnley Tyas Women’s Institute Group has been formed and meetings are held on the last Wednesday of each month.
The matter of the Golden Cock Inn at Farnley Tyas having closed was discussed in depth.  SM agreed to investigate current status with Punch Taverns.

NG had attended the Thurstonland Scarecrow event and felt it was very successful and felt that perhaps Farnley Tyas may wish to undertake this in future.

Traffic and Transport
BC, the Kirklees Ranger has cleared vegetation down Butts Road and remainder has been sprayed.
The request last month for the clearing of the footpath down Woodsome Road had been investigated by the local Ranger and he has confirmed that this work has been accepted by the “Grubbing Team” to clear the footpath. Following this the matter had also been raised at a recent Ward Meeting and the matter is being addressed. As this is a large project it may well be autumn before it is begun.
FK reported overhanging Elder tree at corner of Field Lane, Woodsome Road and would ask BC to assist with this problem.

BS had asked CCS about this eyesore and her response is that she had heard back from planning and it has been confirmed that Planning Permission is required for the advert on the phone box.  Enforcement is checking it out with the poster people.
UPDATE: Cllr CS had contacted PW of Kirklees Enforcement who has confirmed that this advert is illegal in a conservation area; BS has contacted BT to advise them of this and asked for it not to be repeated.
