Estates Group
BM reported that no further progress had been made with the availability of maps identifying local footpaths from Farnley Estates.

Community Group
CM gave feedback on the Farnley Tyas Fun Weekend which was thought to be very successful and a good starter for an annual event.

Friday Nights “Try Bowling” was a great success with some 26 people taking part and being divided into teams and followed by a delicious pie and peas supper.  Thanks to PH for his organising and his wife for making the pies

On Saturday the weather remained good for the walking quiz. NG started some 15 couples from the specially opened car parking area at the recreation ground.
